The asphaltic concrete surface of the outgoing lane of Holcomb Blvd, between he main gate and
Wallace Creek and various roads throughout the Base have developed numerous transverse and
longitudinal cracks and show evidence of subgrade failure at some locations, The bituminous
cement in the asphaltic concrete pavement has become oxidized with age, resulting in an inherent
reduction in its flexibility and cementing qualities.
The timber fender system long the center pier supporting the swing span of the Onslow Beach
Bridge has reached a seriously weakened condition. The timber piling installed with the orig-
inal structure approximately 20 years ago are badly eaten by marine borers. The fender system
in its present condition would proviide little if any protection to the bridge center support
pier. A recent inspection of the Onslow Beach Bridge operating machinery has disclosed exten-
sive wear of gear and rack teeth asiwell as other Operating parts The rack and rack pinion
are not in correct position and hav an excessive amount of backlash. Various bearing bushings
are loose. There is severe mlsalighment between shaft pieces at flexible couplings. Balance
wheels are worn causing span overturning motion to be.excessive. Motor brake and emergency
brake lining are worn. Oher operating deficiencies were also disclosed.

an inherent reduct+/-oin.lts"flexibilty and cementing qualities.
b. Improper subgrade conditions.

All three causes result i cracks which in turn result in rapid deterioration of the entire
pavement structure. Resurfacing a continuing requirement and corrective measures should be
taken before the present rapid rate of deterioration increases. The ability of this Base to
accomplish its mission is directly influenced by the capability of these pavements to meet
traffic requirements imposed on them.
Construction of the parking system started in 1942. Additional parking lots have been added as
requirements dictate. The total cost to the Government for bituminous parking was $4,670,055.
Concrete sidewalks in areas where trees are growing have roots under the concrete causing the
walks to break. Vehicular traffic crossing sidewalks results in concrete breaking. Results of
these conditions are water seepage through cracks and.weakened subgrade.
