Thig is in response to the Conference regarding the Joint Logistics-Over-
the-Shore (JLOTS) Test II scheduled for Camp Lejeune during August or

September 1984. We thought it would be desirable to document requirements

regarding endangered species as one of the concerns expressed at the

Conference. Details regarding these requirements were not covered at the

Conference.

Enclosed is a brief outline of the Section 7 Consultatioh Process pursuant
to the Endangered Species Act of 1973, as amended. The process differs

somewhat depending on whether the action contemplated is a major Federal

action significantly affecting the quality of the human environment, i.e.,

an environmental impact statement (EIS) will be prepared. I assume the

decision regarding preparation of an EIS has not been made but will be

decided after the environmental assessment (EA) is conducted. This EA
should address endangered species. If an EIS will be prepared, a request

for a list of species currently listed or proposed for listing that may be

present is required and a biological assessment must be conducted for each

species listed. When conducting a biological assessment, the Federal agency
or the designated non-Federal representative must, at a minimum:

Conduct a cientifically sound on-site inspection of the area
affected by the action, which must, unless otherwise directed by
the Service, include a detailed survey of the area to determine if

listed or proposed species are present or occur seasonally and
he%her suitable habitat exists within the area for either

expanding the existing population or potential reintroduction of

populations;

Interview recognized experts on the species at issue, including

those within the Fish and Wildlife Service, the National Marine
Fisheries Service, state conservation agencies, universities, and

others who may have data not yet found in scientific literature;





Review literature and other scientific data to determine the
species’ distribution, habitat needs, and other biological
requirements;

Review and analyze the effects of the action On the species, in
terms of individuals and populations, including consideration of
the cumulative effects of the action on the species and habitat;

To save time, in case an EIS will be prepared and you will need to do a
biological assessment, we are providing you the following list of endangered

jurisdiction:

Brown pelican Pelecanus occidentalis (E)
Red-cockaded woodpecker Picoides borealis (E)
American alligator Alliator mississippiensis (E)
Green turtle Chelonia mydas (T)
Loggerhead turtle Caretta caretta (T)

In addition, the National Marine Fisheries Service has rsponsibility for
marine species and should be contacted regarding Endangered and Threatened
marine species that may be present in the area affected by the action.

After the assessment has been completed and reviewed, it is the
responsibility of the Federal agency to determine if the proposed action
"may affect" any of the listed species. If the determination is "may
affect" for listed species the Federal agency must request in writing formal
consultation from this office. Requests for formal consultation must
include: (I) a description of the action to be considered; (2) a
description of the specific area that may be affected by the action; (3) a
description of any listed species that may be affected by the action; (4) a
description of the manner in which the action may affect any listed species
and an assessment of any cumulative effects; (5) reports including any
environmental impact statement, environmental assessment, or biological
assessments prepared; and (6) any other relevant available information on
the action o the affected listed species.

If this proposed action is not a major Federal action significantly
affecting the quality of the human environmen t the requirements regarding a
species list and a biological assessment do not apply. However, the
requirements to determine if the proposed action "may affect" listed species
and request formal consultation for "may affect" actions are still
applicable.

Several formal consultations have been conducted on Camp Lejeune regarding
training activities that would seem to cover activities proposed for JLOTS





and thus negate the need for consultation, with one exception. That
exception concerns the transfer of bulk fuel from ship-to-shore and across
the intracoastal waterway. This type. activity has not been the subject of
previous consultation and would present a "may affect" situation in regard
to sea turtles and brown pelicans that would require frmal consultation.
If water is substituted for bulk fuel in the test, we could concur in "no
effect," thus formal consultation would not be required. From the overall
environmental standpoint, the major problm in this exercise would seem to
