1. The Courthouse Bay Wastewater Treatment Plant, Building BB-4, violated
the parameter for percent removal of SS for the month of November 1984,
parameter being 857 removal.

2. The center column bearing on the trickling filter became very tight due
to excessive wear. When this happened, the filter arm would not turn with
normal flow.

1. The Courthouse Bay Wastewater Treatment Plant violated the parameters
for per cent removal of BOD and SS for the month of January 1984, parameter
being 857 removal. Removal affected for January was 81.9% BOD and 82.2% for
S8, '

2. Shock loads of unidentified chemicals from oil/water separators flooded the
trickling filter killing large sections of the zoogleal mass. When this happens

the plant cannot meet the requirement for 857% mmoval.

3. The newly constructed raw sewage basin will be completed;wifhin one ﬁeek.

When this is put into operation, it should allow sufficient detention time
and eliminate shock loading.
