The plaintiff sought a judgment declaring the
ordinances unconstitutional and injunctive reliefto stop future payments and the return of
funds received by the elected officials.

The Parish of Caddo
argued that the scope of discovery should be limited to the legal issues before the court
and not the amount of benefits accrued or paid, which is information the plaintiff
previously sought to obtain through public records requests. The trial court deferred
ruling on the discovery disputes and instead ruled on the merits of the legal issues that
were handled by my co-counsel. Specifically, the trial court held that the plaintiff had the
right to seek a declaratory judgment regarding the legality of the subject ordinances.
