Dear Chairman Grassley and Ranking Member Durbin: 

With great enthusiasm, we recommend Justin Olson for confirmation as the 

next District Court Judge for the Southern District of Indiana. Justin first joined our 

firm a little over a year ago, but many of our attorneys have known him for several 
years. After just 30 minutes into his initial interview, we told him we would be 

extending an offer of employment. In that short time, he had demonstrated not just an 

unmistakable passion for the law, but he displayed a grasp of the practice of law. He 
displayed an unmistakable vision to serve the community, and we wanted him to bring 

that vision into being through KGR. 

In the time Justin has practiced law with us he has validated our initial 

assessment. He has been a dedicated, enthusiastic attorney more than capable of 
tackling the breath of complicated legal issues we face on a daily basis. The only flaw 

we find is that he refuses to say no to any task, no matter how much is already on his 

plate. His intellect and enthusiasm will be deeply missed. 

He immediately demonstrated that he was not only a "team player" but a 

leader. His ability to analyze a case and apply legal principles was obvious. His 

temperament and collegiality enabled him to adapt to a new environment and take on 

a leadership role in a short amount of time. Many of the matters he has worked on, 

discussed below, were well underway upon his arrival and he quickly got up to speed 
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on the facts and developed the strategy to bring the matters to successful conclusions. 
His ability to adapt, lead, and succeed will be a benefit for any role to which he would 
be nominated and confirmed. 

Justin's results over the short time he has been at our firm read more like a 

recitation of years' worth of work. He has proven his skills in all aspects of litigation, 
from leading discovery disputes, to conducting key depositions, to authoring 

dispositive motions. Below are a few examples: 

• Immediately after joining our team, and without any prior experience in
the surety field, he authored an Indiana Supreme Court brief and a Court
of Appeals brief on two different surety matters (different clients and

unrelated issues). His mastery of this complicated and unique field of law
was a testament to his mental acuity and adaptability.

• We represent Riley Gaines and other current or former collegiate athletes

in challenging the NCAA's rules that permit males to compete in women's
sports. His efforts have been instrumental in discovery and preparing for

dispositive motions. He second chaired a preliminary injunction hearing
on behalf of female collegiate athletes who sought to ensure a fair
opportunity to compete in sport. His input from inception through an

emergency hearing and appellate court briefing was instrumental.
Separately, he was the primary drafter of our client Turning Point USA's
summary judgment brief against the City of Bloomington after it sought

to chill political speech it disagreed with.

• Immediately before Christmas Justin brought in and led a case to restore

his client's control over its information technology after the client's
computer services vendor refused to cooperate with the company. Justin
developed the case, drafted the complaint, and led it through an

emergency hearing, ultimately obtaining the result the client wanted.

The above summary of cases, handled in such a short time, is a testament to 
Justin's tenacity and ability to master diverse areas of law through hard work and 
unswerving dedication. 

We are confident that regardless of the issue, Justin will thoughtfully examine 
the legal issues and provide just and well-reasoned decisions for litigants. We 

envisioned a long career ahead of Justin as part of the KGR team, but we are first and 

foremost citizens of Indiana and the United States - and we know that what is good 
for Indiana and America, is good for KGR. While we would certainly miss Justin as 
part of our team, we proudly support Justin's nomination as District Court Judge for 

the Southern District of Indiana.

Justin's nomination and urge the Senate to confirm him without delay.
